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RULES OF THE CLUB

The objects of the Club shall be to provide facilities for the playing of squash or other sport approved by the Committee, and for the social well being of members.  Table Tennis, Racket Ball, Keep fit Session and Multi Gym are also available in the club.

All members may use the social facilities of the Club

Each membership type has a different subscription rate and has different privileges and responsibilities.

The types of membership are; Individual, Joint, Family, Student, Junior, Off Peak and Shower Only.

The conditions of membership are as follows:

Student fees apply to members who are in full time education.

Junior fees apply to members who are under 18 and in full time education on 1st July of the year.

Off-Peak members can only use the court facilities at limited times (see below).

Shower Facilities Only members also includes the use of the multi-gym and bar area.

Visitors can ONLY use the court facilities when accompanied by a member and visitors’ fees are paid.

1. SQUASH

a)
Individual, Joint, Family, Student and Junior Membership

Individual, Joint, Family, Student and Junior members are allowed to play squash at any time, provided the court has been booked and paid for in the appropriate manner before playing.

b)
Off-Peak membership

Off-Peak members are allowed to play squash only at the following times:

Week days up until 4.00 p.m. and all day Saturdays, Sundays and Bank Holidays provided the court has been booked and paid for in the appropriate manner before playing.

2. TABLE TENNIS

All members who are entitled to play squash are allowed to play table tennis provided the court has been booked and paid for in the appropriate manner before playing.

Table tennis is normally played outside the popular times for playing squash.

Members wishing to play should contact the table tennis representative.

3. KEEP FIT TRAINING SESSIONS (on court)

All members who are entitled to play squash are allowed to participate in Keep fit training sessions provided the court has been booked and paid for in the appropriate manner before taking part.

Members wishing to participate should contact the keep fit training session representative.

4.  RACKET BALL

All members who are entitled to play squash are allowed to play Racket Ball provided the court has been booked and paid for in the appropriate manner before playing.

5.  MULTI GYM
All members are entitled to use the multi gym. Unsupervised children are not allowed in the multi gym.

COURT DRESS

Non-marking squash shoes or the equivalent must be worn at all times on court.

Soles must be clean before going on court.

Pastel shade dress is recommended. Men should not wear non-sleeved shirts.

Garish coloured dress is not allowed.

BOOKING OF COURTS (ALL SPORTS)

i) A court is only “booked” if a stamp is purchased from the stamp machine and placed in the appropriate space on the booking sheet and the members’ name written on the stamp.

ii) No member may play on a court without previously booking the court by placing a stamp on the booking sheet.

iii) Members are expected to book courts at all times and will be self regulated. If members play on courts that are NOT booked then this deprives the club of income and any member failing to do so maybe be reported to the General Committee.  Persistent failure to book courts correctly may result in a suspension or cancellation of their membership.

iv) A single court session is booked for a period of 40 minutes.

v) Members are responsible for their guests at all times and are required to ensure that the guest’s fees are collected before the club facilities are used.  Two guest fee stamps (court booking stamps)  must be purchased from the stamp machine and placed in the visitors’ book and the members’ and the visitors name written legibly on the stamps.

CANCELLATION OF COURT BOOKING

Members wishing to cancel a court should do so as soon as possible to enable other members to book the court.  Member should indicate on the stamp that the court is ‘FREE’. No refund is available.

SUBSCRIPTIONS

All members will receive notification that their subscriptions are due on the first day of July with notification of the annual general meeting. Any member who fails to renew their subscription before the last day of August shall cease to be a member unless a reason satisfactory to the committee shall be given for the delay. If the subscription is varied at the annual general meeting, then notice of such variation shall be displayed in the clubhouse and become payable within 14 days of the annual general meeting.

Any member who has not paid his or her subscription within 40 days after it becomes due shall cease to be a member of the club. The committee, however, shall have power to reinstate a member who gives a satisfactory explanation for the default.

OPENING HOURS

The club is open for 24 hours per day, 7 days a week with access via a member’s swipe card.

Not all facilities may be open all the times.

SMOKING

No member or visitor may smoke in the clubhouse.

VISITORS
i) All members of the club may introduce visitors at all times. On entering the club the visitors, who must be accompanied by the introducing member, must enter their names in the book kept for that purpose. The general committee of the club reserves the right of refusing admission to any visitor, without giving any reason for such refusal.

ii) Any member introducing a visitor is personally responsible for the behavior of their guests.

iii) Visitors must leave the club at the same time or prior to their host.

iv.) No one visitor is permitted to use court facilities more than 6 times in any membership year.. 

The visitors booking stamps must be attached to the visitors’ book prior to the start of the game.

The book is placed in the foyer.

MULTI-CULTURAL CLUB

The club is a Multi-cultural Club, with membership open to all sectors of the community.

The committee will not accept behaviour likely to cause offence, verbally or physical to other club members or visitors.

Any breach of this rule should be brought to the attention of the committee to enable appropriate action to be taken.  This action may include immediate withdrawal of membership and exclusion from the club. 

MISCELLANEOUS

1. The Club aims to conform to the standards and requirements of England Squash. Members taking part or involved with junior activities or coaching should play their part by following the England Squash guidance.

2. Mobile telephones must be switched off before going on court or on to the spectator galleries.

Elsewhere in the club the telephones may be used but members should use them discreetly or retire to the foyer for longer conversations.

3. Parents of children, or members bringing children, are responsible for their conduct and safety whilst on the club premises. Children when in the club must conduct themselves in a manner, which is not prejudicial to the enjoyment of the facilities of the club by the members.

4. Pets are NOT permitted on the Club premises unless the general committee has given specific authority.

5. It is a responsibility of members and visitors to familiarise themselves with the fire safety arrangements of the clubhouse as displayed on notices in the clubhouse.

6. The licensors, the club, general committee and employees of the club, shall not be held liable for any accident or injury to persons or for loss or damage to property occurring on the club premises, car park, or grounds however caused (even though it be through negligence) and no member or visitor shall have any claim or remedy whatsoever by common law statute or otherwise against the licensors, the club, general committee or employees of the club, unless the liability of the persons or body sought to be made liable is covered by indemnity insurance.

7. Insofar as the rules as set out above are in the interest of all club members, it is requested that any infringement of these rules be reported to a member of the general committee.

8. It is recommended that doubles players wear eye protectors.
9. Junior members age limits are based on being 8-17 based on their age on 1st September of each year. Junior members may only use the court at such times as may be prescribed by the committee and are not eligible to vote.

10. Candidates for membership should apply to the membership secretary. Upon payment of the appropriate fees, membership will be granted, subject to the approval of the committee.

11. The committee shall have the power to expel any member who shall offend against the rules of the club, or whose conduct shall, in the opinion of the committee, render him/her unfit for membership of the club. Before any such member is expelled the Secretary shall give him/her seven days written notice to attend a meeting of the committee and shall inform him or her of the complaints made against him/her. No member shall be expelled without first having the opportunity of appearing before the Committee and answering complaints against him/her.

12. The Committee shall have the power to alter the rules but no such alterations shall take place until the same have been confirmed at the annual general meeting or a special general Meeting convened for that purpose. The committee shall have powers to make Byelaws for regulating the conduct and affairs of the club provided that the same are not inconsistent with these rules. Such Bye-laws shall be binding on all club members.

13. A general meeting of the club shall be held every year during the month of September to transact the following business: a) to receive and, if approved to adopt a statement of the Club's accounts,

b) to consider and, if approved, sanction any duly made alteration of the rules, c) to elect a new committee and officers, d) to appoint an auditor, e) to deal with any special matter which the committee desire to bring before members; and to receive suggestions from the members for consideration by the Committee, f) to consider any motion put forward by members for amendments to the rules, notice of which shall have been received by the secretary not less than 14 days before the Annual General Meeting.  Notice convening the general meeting will be posted on the notice board not less than 28 days before the meeting and shall specify the matters to be dealt with.

14. A special general meeting may be convened at any time by the committee, and shall be convened within 21 days from the receipt of a requisition in writing for such a meeting signed by not less than ten members. Such a requisition must state the business to be considered. Notice convening the special general meeting shall be posted on the notice board not less than 14 days before the meeting and shall specify the matters to be dealt with.

15. At committee meetings and general meetings, the chairman shall preside and shall have a casting vote or additional vote in the event of equality of votes.

16. At committee meetings five shall form a quorum and at the annual general meetings eight shall form quorum.

17. The committee shall have the power to deal with any situation not provided for in these rules.
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
