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CONSTITUTION OF THE OLD CROSSLEYANS’ SQUASH CLUB (OCSC)

DEFINITIONS

The Old Crossleyans Squash Club operates as a section within The Crossleyans Club.

The Section shall be called the ‘The Old Crossleyans’ Squash Club and shall be referred to as the ‘OCSC’ in this constitution

The Old Crossleyans Squash Club is approved by the management committee of The Crossleyans Club and operates from the same premises.

RULES

The OCSC shall abide by the rules of The Crossleyans Club.

All of whom shall be elected at the AGM to hold office for a period of one year. The committee charged with running the affairs of the OCSC shall consist of the above plus other General Committee members.  The officers of the OCSC are elect at the AGM and may be co-opted.

AIMS AND OBJECTIVES OF THE CLUB

To provide members with the means of playing the game of squash and to encourage participation in the game.

MEMBERSHIP

Membership of the OCSC is open to all.  The total number to be determined by the capacity of the facilities and safety considerations.  The OCSC strive to attract a balanced membership from all sections of society regardless of sex. ethnic origin or age.  Particular focus shall be made to attract youth to participate in sport and acquiring sporting skills.

LOCAL AFFILIATIONS

Teams are formed and entered into the local leagues (Kirklees and Calderdale and the Leeds Metro) and supported to achieve their full potential.

FACILITIES

The aim is to provide sporting facilities to the highest standards in terms of courts, changing rooms and equipment.  Designs should be in line with SRA safety standards.  Access to the club is via swipe card with no restriction on the time of access.  Access to the bar is limited to bar team leaders and others at the discretion of the committee.

Also available is a multi-gym and table tennis.

SKILLS

The OCSC endeavour to provide coaching to improve the skill of all players at all levels to allow players to achieve their full potential (preferably by SRA trained coaches).

ELECTION Of MEMBERS

Candidates for membership should complete an application form with their name and address and tender this to the secretary.  Appropriate subscription is payable on an annual basis at the rate set by the committee.  The management committee approves members.

RESIGNATION FROM MEMBERSHIP

Any member who no longer wishes to remain a member of the OCSC should send notice to this effect to the secretary. Any member whose subscription shall be unpaid for two months shall cease to be a member of the OCSC.

VISITORS. 

A member may introduce a visitor to the Club.  All visitors - playing or non-playing - and members names must be entered in the Visitors Book on entry to the Club. No visitor may attend as a playing visitor on more than 3 occasions in any year ending 1 July. 

PENALTY. 

The Committee shall have the power to expel a member when, in their opinion [which shall be final], it would not be in the interests of the Club for that person to remain a member if they shall commit any serious breach or a series of persistent breaches of the Rules or Byelaws of the Club or they shall behave in any way that is inconsistent with the best interests of the Club or act in any manner contrary to the good faith which ought to be observed between members or he shall behave in such a way likely to bring the Club into disrepute. 

SUBSCRIPTION. 

Subscriptions shall fall due on 1st July each year and are for the period ending 30th June the following year.

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

The Annual General Meeting of the OCSC shall be held annually on the third Monday of September.  It shall approve the Accounts, elect Officers and committee members for the ensuing year and consider any other business laid before it.

MONTHLY GENERAL MEETING

General Meeting of the OCSC committee shall be held monthly on the third Monday of each month.  It shall manage the day to date business laid before it.

BANK 

The HSBC Plc has been nominated as the OCSC banker. The signatories to the account are the Treasure and the Secretary.

AUDITORS

The Auditor shall audit the Annual statement of Accounts and Balance Sheet and shall certify the same before the Annual General meeting.  The auditors shall be elected annually at the Annual General Meeting.

NOTICE OF SPECIAL MEETINGS

Notice of any special general meeting / emergency meeting, and the object for which it is called shall be posted on the club notice board a clear fourteen days for a special GM (or a minimum of seven days for an emergency committee meeting) before the date appointed for such meeting. No other business except that for which the meeting has been convened shall be brought before the meeting.
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
